MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (“MOU”) is entered into on ________________ (“Effective Date”) by and between _______________, a company duly incorporated under the laws of ___________, having its principal office located at __________________ (hereinafter the "COMPANY"), and National Tsing Hua University, under the laws of the Republic of China, having its principal office located at No. 101, Section 2, Kuang-Fu Road, Hsinchu, Taiwan 300044, R.O.C. (“hereinafter “NTHU”) (collectively, the “Parties” and individually a “Party”).

Whereas:
COMPANY and NTHU desire to enter into certain collaboration in the project of ______________  (the “Project”).
The Project Investigator in NTHU will be Professor □□□ of the □□□□□□ Department.
This MOU does not create any legal obligation on the part of any Party to enter into any form of collaboration. Any legally binding collaboration and/or Project agreement to be entered into between the Parties will be subject to further negotiations and mutual agreement. Both Parties agree to carry out the Project in accordance with the laws and regulations of their respective countries after full consultation and approval from the Parties.
Now, therefore, the Parties agree as follows:
1 Confidentiality.
If the Project should involve any confidential information or materials, a separate Non-disclosure Agreement will be required. 
2 Intellectual Property.
2.1 Background Intellectual Property.  For the avoidance of doubt, nothing in this MOU shall be construed as affecting the ownership of a Party’s Background Intellectual Property. Each Party shall have the other Party's written consent prior to using the Background IP which belong to and/or are retained by, the other Party.
2.2 Foreground Intellectual Property. Both Parties agree that the ownership and right of Foreground Intellectual Property arising from the Project shall be decided in a separate agreement.
3 Term and Termination.
This MOU will commence on the Effective Date and continue in force and effect for one (1) year.
4 Costs and Expenses.
The Parties agree that in the absence of any specific agreement to the contrary, all costs and expenses incurred in relation to this MOU or each collaborative pursuit shall be borne by the Party who had incurred such expenses. Any funding arrangements relating to each collaborative pursuit will be undertaken in accordance with the specific Project agreement.
5 Miscellaneous. 
5.1 This MOU will commence on the Effective Date and will continue unless terminated earlier pursuant to this Section. Either Party may terminate this MOU at any time with a 30 (thirty) days prior written notice.  Sections2 shall survive the termination of this MOU.
5.2 NO modification, alteration or amendment of this MOU shall be effective unless in writing and duly signed by both Parties.
5.3 No party may assign or otherwise transfer any of its rights or obligations under this MOU, whether by operation of law or otherwise, and any assignment or other transfer in violation of this provision is void.  
5.4 This MOU does not create a partnership, franchise, joint venture, agency, fiduciary relationship, or employment relationship between the Parties.
5.5 This MOU is subject to the laws of R.O.C. Any dispute arising in relation to this MOU will be subject to the competent courts of R.O.C at the place of the registered seat of NTHU.
5.6 This MOU is executed in duplicate originals, with one of the originals to be retained by each party.
